4) Change the MySQL User Login ID/Password , Server ID and other default settings:
Modify the file: /etc/ifax/ifax.conf

5) Log File for Receive Mode: /var/log/imodem.log.ttyS?
Log files for Send Mode: /var/log/faxout.log & /var/log/sendfax.log

6) Enable user(s) to use the faxout or fax-forwarding (for backward compatiable to the old system):
Add the system user name to this file "/etc/ifax/fax.allow"

7) Enable autoreply feature:
Create one blank file "autoreply.flg" to the /etc/ifax/ directory.

8) Enable the print queue(s) on any Samba print server(s) for Fax-to-Print service:

Add the option "map to guest = Bad Password" in the global section and "guest ok = yes" in either printers
or service section for any new created printer.

Security Level & File Attribute:

1) Allthe above programs & configuration files must be read & written by the user "root" only and just follow the
default rwx levels on all files after extraction of the .tar.gz file.

2) All users using the PrintFax feature must be in "users" group.

3) The file "/sbin/printfax" must have the permission "rwsr-x---" and owner/group "root.users".

4) The file "/etc/samba/smb.conf' must have the permission "rw-r-----" and owner/group "root.users".

5) The directory /var/spool/fax/faxdata and all files & sub-directories inside this folder must belong to the

"ifax.ifax" (user & group). Besides, you must set the apache user in /etc/httpd/conf/httpd.conf to "ifax” in
order that the apache server can read and write all files in /var/spool/fax/faxdata.
